Economic Development Rate
The Economic Development Rate (EDR), effective January 26, 2016, is offered for new load generated by General Service Demand (GSD) and Large Light and Power (LLP) electric customers. The following table shows the discount rate over the 5 year period.
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Year GSD LLP

1 21% 13%

2 17% 11%

3 13% 9%

4 9% 7%

5 5% 5%


All the components of the electric bill will be calculated using the current electric service rates to get the gross electric bill. The EDR discount rate is then applied to the gross electric bill and will show as a credit on the customer’s utility bill. Each year on the anniversary of the customer’s service start date the EDR discount rate will decrease and at the end of 5 years the EDR discount rate will cease.

The GSD rate is available to commercial customers with usage of 2,500 or more kWh monthly. A demand meter will be installed when the customer’s use exceeds 2,500 kWh for 4 consecutive months. If the customer’s monthly use is less than 2,500 kWh for 12 consecutive months, the demand meter will be removed.
The LLP rate applies to customers having a demand in any month in excess of 250 kW. A customer will be removed from LLP classification if the demand remains below 250 kW for 12 consecutive months. The customer would then be charged the rate for GSD. However, if the demand meets or exceeds 250 kW again, the customer will then be classified as a LLP customer again.
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
